VISITORS TO THE COLLEGE 
Please note that we now have an electronic sign in system at the General 
Office for all visitors and volunteers. You will need a current óWorking with 
Childrenô card with you upon arrival and you will then be able to sign 
yourself in. If a parent or guardian needs to see a member of staff then a 
previously arranged appointment needs to have been booked.  
 

If you do not have a current óWorking with Childrenô card please report to reception at the 
General Office to register your attendance. A reminder that all visitors to the college, including 
all parents/guardians, must enter the college via the General Office to sign in.  
 
ITõS NOT OKAY TO BE AWAY 
There are many contributing factors that affect students maximising their educational 
outcomes. One vital factor is attendance at school. Missing school can have a major impact 
on a studentôs future ï a student missing one day a fortnight will miss four full weeks by the 
end of the year. By Year 10 they will have missed nearly half a year of schooling which not 
only makes it difficult to grasp key concepts taught but also the preparation for VCE. 
 
There is no safe number of days for missing school ï each day a student misses puts them 
behind and absences can affect their educational outcomes. Being absent can also be a 
source of anxiety for the student.  
 
Coming to school every day is vital, but if for any reason your child must miss school, parents 
can ensure their son/daughter does not fall behind by: 
¶ Checking attendance on the Parent Portal; 
¶ Urging your child to speak with their classroom teacher and find out what work they need 

to do to keep up; 
¶ Developing an absence learning plan with their teachers/Student Managers and ensuring 

they complete the plan; and 
¶ Promptly approving any absences for your son/daughter by ringing VSC on 8872-6300 

and then pressing 1 for absences (on the morning of the absence) and by sending in a 
signed and dated note to the General office the following day. 

 
Remember, every period counts and every day counts. If your son/daughter must miss 
school, speak with the relevant Student Manager as early as possible.

VSC UNIFORM AND PERSONAL PRESENTATION 
Just a reminder to the school community that students are required to present neatly and appropriately for school each day. Uniform 
items should be clean and presentable. Shorts and skirts are not to be rolled or hitched up; skirts and dresses are to be worn at an 
appropriate length to just above the knee. Excessive, blatantly obvious or perceived dangerous jewellery is not permitted, particularly: 
excessive bangles, large bracelets, long or large earrings, large necklaces or similar; facial piercings like rings/studs (nose, lip, 
eyebrow etc.). These all present a considerable Occupational Health & Safety risk. No responsibility is taken for any loss of jewellery 
worn to school.  
 

Obvious and excessive make-up and coloured nail polish must not be worn to school. Hair should be kept tidy and away from the 
face and should not be extreme in style or colour. Long hair should be tied back where appropriate for safety reasons, especially in 
Science and all Technology classes.  
 

In the cold weather óhoodiesô and ówindcheatersô are not allowed regardless of colour. Students have full access to the college 
jumper and jacket if cold. Students can also wear a plain white t-shirt under the college shirt, jumper and jacket. Visible long sleeve 
tops under a short sleeved college polo or shirt is not acceptable.

On this site is legislation re: Alcohol at parties 
A reminder to all parents and guardians that since 2011 it is against Victorian law to serve alcohol in a private home to anyone under 
18, unless their parents have given permission. This law is part of the Government's efforts to reduce the harm that drinking creates 
for young people and their families and friends. 
 

Adults who break the law face fines over $7,000 - the same amount a licensee would be fined for selling alcohol to a minor. The law 
is part of the Liquor Control Reform Act 1998 (the LCRA), which also regulates the sale of alcohol in all licensed premises such as 
bottle shops, pubs and clubs to people under 18.  
 

There have always been laws about minors and alcohol. The LCRA prohibits the supply of alcohol to minors in most circumstances. 
Minors are also prohibited from possessing and consuming liquor in most circumstances. Supply to minors in a private home has 
been an exception to these rules, but this was changed in 2011.
